Security of electricity supply
among the best in Europe

Why are companies like Google, Apple and Facebook
placing their new data centres in Denmark? The an-
swer is quite simple: Power fails far less frequently in
Denmark than in other countries.

Since 1990 the Danish security of supply has been
stable at 99.99 %, which corresponds to an average
consumer being without electricity for around 40
minutes a year. Yet, in practice, most consumers never
experience an outage during the course of a year.

The 2nd best public
health care system in the world

For every 1,000 people in Denmark, there are about
3.4 doctors and 2.5 hospital beds. They are free of
charge for all residents, as the public health care is
100% funded through taxes. And it works! According
to US News' Best Country Survey, Denmark has the
second most developed public health care system in
the world.
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
